I accompanied Rick Kirsten, SACS, Tracy Gavidia, ACI, and Kent Permentier, IES on an
inspection of the®®:®®e facility (32-C-0102) in Macy Indiana. We inspected both
the exotic cats at the facility and the elephant, Twiggy. According to the African elephant
stud book, Twiggy was born around 1985. She housed in a small section (approximately
20feet by 40 feet) of a barn that also houses the cats. Her primary enclosure includes one
side that is made of hot wire and the other three sides are of wood. She is chained while
she is inside except when the licensees ask her for behaviors or walk her around the
enclosure for exercise. She is allowed outside during the warmer months and according to
the licensee walked by Julius around the pasture or left loose in the
pasture while they are working nearby. The facility covers approximately 10 acres.

said that they do not take her outside if the temperature is around 50 degrees or
lower. She told us that during the colder months, they walk her around her inside
enclosure 2 times a day for about 30 minutes, said that they have tried in
the past to leave her in an enclosure now being used by horses but that she gets too
stressed and they can’t leave her there. That enclosure is made of hot wire.

This facility has no perimeter fence. The elephant is closed in the barn in the winter time
but according to the door to the outside of Twiggy’s enclosure is open
during the day in the warmer months. There is a wire door that covers the opening when
the solid door is open but it is not strong enough to adequately enclose an elephant.
During the winter the solid door is closed and Twiggy does not go out if the temperature
is below 50 degrees. '

There is no record of exercise for this animal and her lack of muscle tone (especially in
her hind quarters) indicates that she is not getting adequate exercise. was not
present for the inspection but was able to get Twiggy to demonstrate a few
of her basic behaviors including a stretch and lie down. The elephant responded to most
commands relatively slowly and didn’t do behaviors precisely or hold behaviors well.

was not comfortable with having anyone approach the ¢lephant even while
she was down because she didn’t feel she had enough control for a safe situation. As a
consequence, [ was not able to look at the skin or feet as closely as I would have liked.

is the primary handler for Twiggy.

It was however still obvious from my vantage point that this elephant has an excess of
dead skin and needs to have more attention paid to skin care. said that
Twiggy gets bathed in the summer and during warmer months in the winter with Orvis
and Murphy’s Oil soap. She also said that Twiggy is oiled with mineral oil in the fall and
it is left on. This practice is not necessary for good skin care and if oil is applied, it
should be cleaned off rather than left on as it can compromise the function of healthy
skin.

Twiggy does not have enough space while on chains to be able to lic down on a clean
section of the floor partly because her rear chain is too short for her to maneuver away
from her urine and feces and partly because the enclosure is so small. Because of this and

the lack of daily bathing, Twiggy has significant urine and feces on her body.

says that they clean her enclosure 3 times a day which is helpful but the enclosure
was still wet while we were there. Because of a lack of ventilation, [ don’t believe that
the floor dries out and is probably wet much of the time. The floor is also concrete with
no padding. They do use wood shavings to soak up urine but Twiggy was observed eating
the shavings while we were there. The ventilation in the bam was not sufficient and
when the door was closed, the amount of ammonia in the air was irritating to my eyes and
nasal passages. There was no evidence of any kind of exhaust fan and I can imagine that
if the barn is closed up during the day when it’s cold and during the night, the air quality
is probably pretty low.

It was not cold enough while we were there to require supplemental heat but it would be
good to inquire about this during the colder months. They may need to increase bedding
during the winter months as well as the concrete will be cold, wet and very
uncomfortable for Twiggy.

Twiggy is offered water 3 times a day from a 50 gallon barrel and according to

drinks as much as she wants. Her diet consists of about 4 bales per day of grass hay
and sweet feed. She also gets some produce as treats but there was none available during
our inspection. According to  Twiggy was weighed during the summer at a
truck stop and weighed 6500 pounds. She said that Twiggy had gained a few hundred
pounds but there were no records of a previous or a current weight so this was just an
estimate. Regular weights would be a good way to track weight gains or losses and to be
able to properly dose medication when necessary.

said that she had tried to treat her with tetracycline but couldn’t get her to
take the drug. It was not entirely clear what the tetracycline was for. She said she had
also treated an open wound on her foot with a combination of azium, gentamicin,
penicillin and DMSO. She said that they had soaked the foot with novalsan and Epsom
salts and were applying Koppertox. There were no records to show that these drugs or
treatments had been prescribed by a veterinarian and no information as to dose, route,
duration, etc. There were no treatment records showing administration of the drugs.

According to there were no veterinary records. She did have a veterinary
plan but stated that the only records they keep are the bills. The annual trunk wash
results were not available at the facility. She said they had conducted the trunk wash
with their attending vet in April. There is no information on the vet care program for
euthanasia of the elephant if it were necessary. There is no mention of parasite control,
including fecals. It might be prudent for the attending veterinarian to consult with a
veterinarian with more experience in elephant medicine to ensure that the program of vet
care for this elephant is adequate. She stated that they use a from
Pittsburgh as a consulting veterinarian but said he’d never been on site and just gives
them advice over the phone.

The licensees occasionally take Twiggy to local or regional events for performances and
occasionally rides. We looked at the trailer they use to transport her (last used around the



first part of October, 2006) and found several non compliances. There are arcas around
the front and both sides that have rusted through or are rusted enough to easily break
through. There is damage to the ceiling of the trailer and the back door that pose a hazard
to Twiggy as she is being transported. Therc is a large picce of fiber board near the back
of the trailer on the floor that is deteriorating and is water soaked. This would not be a
good surface for the elephant to stand on as it would be a good place for bacterial growth
and would not be a dry surface. It wasn’t clear if it was covering a defect in the floor or
what the purpese of it was. If it was covering a defect, the water that was soaking it could
weaken it enough to break through.

We also inspected the cats. They are housed in transport cages with some very small
cages attached to some of them that the licensees are claiming as exercise cages. These
are not adequate for exercise cages. The transport cages are very dirty with urine, feces
and left over food coating the floor. While we were in the barn, an employee was in the
process of cutting up “road kill” deer in the same area the cats were housed. At least two
of the cats appeared to have gait abnormalities but it was difficult to see because they
didn’t have enough room to move around. The floor of the enclosure for one of the cats
was slippery from urine and the cat seemed reluctant to move around the cage. At least
one of the cats seemed to be depressed and simply sat in the cage with no apparent
interest in his surroundings even though there were 4 unfamiliar people in the vicinity.
One of the cats did not have an “exercise” pen attached to her cage and two others had to
share their attached pens with another. While we were there, an employee watered the
cats and two that were pair housed seemed very eager to drink and drank for a long time
{(video).

There is a considerable amount of debris on this property and the licensee stated that they
have a problem with rats. Much of the debris, including an old collapsed barn, would be
good for harboring rats and other rodents and pests. There is also standing water in
several areas on the property and some has blood in it. A cooler used to keep meat is
operating but the meat is open and stored on a cardboard base or in open barrels. There is
dirt and hair around the door on the floor of the cooler. The meat is uncovered.

The etephant, Twiggy. is showing a lack of muscle tane, especially in the hind quarters, which indicates that this animal is
not getting adequate exercise. The animal is maintained in an enclosure which is approx. 20'x40', with electric wires at the
front and part of one side of the enclosure. The elephant is chained while she is inside this enclosure except when the
licensees ask her for behaviors or walk her around the enclosure for exercise. This is two times a day for approx. 30
minutes.  The elephant is allowed outdoors during the warmer months and walked by the main trainer. or left loose on the
property while the licensee is working nearby. The facility covers approx. 10 acres. According ta the licensee, they do not take
her autside if the temperature is below 50 degrees. There is no record of when this animal is exercised. The elephant does
not have enough space while on chains to be zble to lie down on a clean section of the floor partly because her rear chain is
toa short for her to maneuver away from her urine and feces, and parily because the enclosure is so small. The elephant
has significant urine and feces on her. An enclosure that provided adequate structural strength would eliminate the need for
chaining during long periods of time. An outdoor arena that was siructurally strong enough to allow the animal to be
outdaars unsupervised would also facilitate more exercise. .

Failure to provide adequate facilities that permit adequate exercise will lead to poor muscle tone and possible behavioral
stress.

The elephant shall be permitted additional opportunities for exercise. The exercise shall be documented. The attending
veterinarian shall be consulted about outdoor exercise in weather that is below 50 degrees. On colder days that are not
excessively windy or wet, the elephant should be allowed outdoar exercise, uniess the attending veterinarian exempts this
animal from exercise below a specific temperature.

The 1 1/2 year old tiger, Celeen, appeared to be lame in the right rear ieg. The owner said the animal previously injured itself
but there is no medical record of the injury or whether it was evaluated by the aftending veterinarian, and what the
recommendations were. The elephant, Twiggy, requires additional skin care. There is an excess of dead skin, Also, the
licensee stated that she had tried to treat her with tetracycline but couldn't get her to take the drug. She said she had also
treated an open wound on her foot with a combination of Azium, Gentamycin, Penicillin, and DMSO. She said that they had
soaked the foot with Nolvasan and Epsom salts and were now applying Koppertox. Samo, the figer, is on an allergy
medicine which the licensee stated was prescribed by the attending veterinarian. There was no medical record to show that
these drugs or treatments had been prescribed by a veterinarian and no information as to dose, route of administration,
duration, etc. There were no treatment records showing administration of the drugs. The licensee did explain that the
veterinarian -had recently advised thern to use the Koppertox, and yet there is no medical record of the visit and the
recommendation, the subseguent treatment, and the recommendation of a follow up exam. There is no documentation that
the 3 humans that handte and work around the elephant have had Tb tests,

Failure to provide adequate veterinary care, including adequate documentation, will lead 1o possible prolonged animal
suffering.

The tiger, Celeen, shail be seen by the attending veterinarian by COB 11/15/06, and a medical record established which
includes diagnosis, treatment recommendations, actual treatment, if any, delivered to the animal, and recommendation for a
follow up exam. The elephant, Twiggy, shali be provided with more aggressive skin care to remove excess of dead skin, to
be corrected by 2/8/07. Medical records shall be provided on all sick or injured animals from this time forward. The Tb
testing of the 3 humans with contact with the elephant shall be documented by 1/1/07.

The east wall of the elephant building is damaged. This wall was allegedly repaired and re-damaged recently by the
elephant.

Failure to maintain the facility in proper repair does not facilitate the proper husbandry of the animal involved.

Add ventilation to this area so that there are air changes periodically in order to control edors and ammonia levels.
